No other age has recognized so many rights for children. No other
age has benefited as much from documented knowledge on, child
development or has provided so many medical and psychological services.
No other age has so freed us from domestic drudgery. Indeed, no other
age has liberated us in so many ways, has come so close to the realization
of our wildest dreams or has given so much credence to the felt omnipotence
of early childhood. ' ,

And yet, more than in any other age, ours is the one in whlch children
experience break-ups and discontinues relationships. Never has the family
been. called into question to such an extend, not so much@ with respect
to its foundation, but rather concerning its forms and functioning. No age
has demanded so many adjustments from its children; many different
‘bonding at an early age, early adjustment to different places, obligatory
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adjustment to grouplife, adjustment to new spouses, and to different
educational philosophies. While it is generally agreed that children are
more stimulated congitively and socially than in the past, one may wonder
weather they are not subject to teo many demands, and weather they do
not risk having greater difficulty than at any time interfere in forming
a stable object-oriented relationship, that is, in establishing a continuity
between their inner objects in relative affective comfort.’
