In the case of education, the reconceptualization now required is so profound,
reaching so far beyond questions of budgets, class size, teacher pay, and the
traditional conflicts over eurriculum, that it can not be dealt with here. Like the
Second Wave T.V. networks (or for that matter all the smoke stack industries), our
mass education systems are largely obsolete. Exactly as in the case of the media,
education will require a proliferation of new channels and a vast expansion of
program diversity. A high-choice system will have to replace a low-choice system if
schools are to prepare people for a decent life in the new third wave society, let alone
for economically productive roles.

The links between education and the six principles of the new media system-
interactivity, mobility, convertibility, connectivity, ubiquity, and globalization have
scarcely been explored. Yet to ignore the relationships between the educational

system of the future and the media system of the future is to cheat the learners who
will be formed by both.
